STREET TRADERS ADJACENT TO SCHOOL PREMISES

A report was submitted by the Head of Legal and Administrative Services
proposing the adoption of a new policy in respect of the grant of new Street
Traders’ Licences for food vendors adjacent to school premises.

Having heard Councillor McDonald the Committee agreed:-

(@) to approve a policy whereby there would be a presumption against
granting an application for a new Street Trader’s Licence for a location
in the vicinity of a secondary school and for operating within school
hours, unless the proposed location was a minimum of two hundred
and fifty metres from the curtilage of the school premises and the
business was not seen as targeting school pupils; and

(b)  to note that individual applications would still require to be considered
on their own merits.
